3)____Include in your folder an inventory sheet, with your name on the BACK.  The inventory sheet should correspond with your numbered images.  For each entry include: number, size, medium, title, and year of completion.  
4)___ Include an artist’s statement (250-500 words.)
5)____Mail or deliver your application and images in a 10”x 13” envelope to:
